Aerunautical Development Establishment (ADE) is
a premier DRDO establishment in India with 150
900 certification, actively involved in the development of
unmanned air vehicle (UAY) systems. The UAY systems
developed by ADE are in service with the Indian Armed
Forces. Applications of the technology in the civilian arena,
particularly for disaster management are also foreseen.
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Established in January 1959, ADE was initially tasked
to support the ongoing acquisition of equipment inte
the Air Force and type approval of aeronautical stores
supplied by the industry. Rapid expansion of R&D activities
in ADE took place during the seventies and eighties, when
it was assigned establishment of flight simulation facility,
design and development of air-launched expendable target
